2 1438 5501 |Highway Safety Senate Provisions NOT included in House Bill: 2

-Allows the DHSMV to charge a lesser fee for driver's records when no incidents are reported.

Provisions in both bills:

The bill provides for the elimination of the short-form crash reports.

The bilt requires a plan for the transition of all driver license issuance services to tax collectors who are constitutional officers no later than June 30, 2015.

The bill allows appointed county tax collectors to provide fult driver license services.

The bill also authorizes county clerks of court and tax collectors authorized under section 322.135, F.S., to sell driver records to any person upon proper payment
and to assess the $6.25 service fee for this service.

« Clarify that the reinstatement fee includes the late charge.
